Upon receiving the letter of
sanction, the applicant shall
implement the work.

On completion, the applicant shall
submit the bill of quantities of the
work done prepared as per current
Goa Scheduled of rates (for the
items not available in the Goa
Schedule of rates, the rates shall
be fair market rates supported
with appropriate quotations) and
certified by the registered Civil
Engineer.

The applicant can also engage the
services of Empanelled Agencies
by the Water Resources Department
for implementation of Rain Water
harvesting structure, who shall
handhold the applicant from
application phase till completion of
the scheme.

d. Mode of release of subsidy:

(i) Upon Implementation of the
scheme, the bill shall be submitted
to the Nodal Officer by individual/
/empanelled agency duly certified
by the registered civil engineer.

The completed work will be
inspected, geo tagged and
photograph of the competed work
will be uploaded on the portal.

On satisfactory completion of the
work, Nodal Officer shall release
the subsidy amount to the
applicant as per the eligibility.

The rates prescribed in Schedule I, II, III &
IV above shall be applicable with effect
from 17 June, 2022.

The rates prescribed in Schedule I, II, IIT
& IV above shall remain valid for five years
i.e. till 16 June, 2027.

The rates provided in the Scale of Rates
shall get automatically escalated by 2%
per annum for Land, Foreshore Area and
Way Leave Charges. The rates for premises
i.e. Commercial Building at Vasco Railway
Station and Cruise Terminal Building at
Harbour prescribed above shall get
automatically escalated by 5% per annum
after expiry of each year from the effective
date of implementation of the Scale of
Rates. .

For the purpose of way leave charges, the
area occupied by single pipelines should
be calculated based on the diameter and
length of those pipelines. In case of multi-
layer pipeline stacks, the physical area
occupied by the multilayer pipeline
stacks should be considered and the
respective users should be billed for pro-
rata area on the basis of the diameter and
length of their pipelines passing through
that area. With respect to the area shared
with road, rails, jetties, etc., the respective
users should be billed pro-rata for 50% of
the concerned area assuming that they
do not have exclusive possession of land
and what they have is only ‘Right of Way'.
As far as underground pipes are
concerned if the users establish that the
possession of surface area above the
underground cross-country pipelines is
not physically with them, the area
occupied by such pipelines should be
counted 50% of the product of diameter
and length, for the purpose of levy of way
leave charges.

The Licence Fees for water area shall be
charged 50% of the licence fee of abutting
land.
