                                       ADDITIONAL SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS 

1. The work shall be carried without disturbing the operation of Port or other agencies working 
in the area. 

 
2. The Plant/machinery/craft and workman shall be insured during the work and receipts of 

payment made towards premiums shall be submitted to the Chief Engineer. 
 

3. Bidders are advised to go through the Schedule of Quantities and Rates and sequence of 
work before submission of the tender. They are also advised to inspect the site, ascertain 
for themselves the nature and the extent of work involved and also obtain all clarifications 
they may require before filling in the tender. 

 
4. Bidders are required to sign with date the Schedule of quantities and Rates and the form of 

Quotation and fill in all the particulars and details called for therein. Unsigned quotations, 
without the details called for are liable for rejection.   

 
5. Measurements 

The quantities provided for in the Schedule of Quantities and Rates are only approximate 
and are given to provide a common basis for tendering. The actual quantity may differ 
from those provided for in the Schedule in view of the complexity of the work. Payments 
will be made according to the actual quantities of work ordered and carried out, jointly 
measured by the representative of Chief Engineer and the contractor.  

 
     6.  Rates and Prices to be inclusive. 

The rates entered in the Schedule of Quantities by the contractor shall include the 
provision of all supporting special equipment, labour of required skill, supervision, 
materials, erection, overheads and profits, watch and ward, insurance charges, during 
execution and every incidental and contingent costs and charges, whatsoever, excluding 
service tax if any for compliance with conditions of contract and specification. The GST 
will be paid extra as applicable which shall be claimed along with the Bill.  

7. The specifications are intended to cover the execution of all works, necessary to complete 
the works, with all materials of accepted standards, as specified in the contract. 

   8.  Method of Measurement 

       General 

 Unless stated or billed otherwise, all quantities shall be `net` as they finished and 
provided in the work. The rates and prices shall include all allowances towards wastage of 
materials required for use in the work. 

9. The tenders will be deemed to have ascertained themselves to the extent and nature of 
the works involved, the various constraints and high degree of skill involved in the works.  

10. The Contractor`s supervisory staff shall be fully experienced in the type of work to be 
carried out under their supervision. 
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11. The time is the essence of the contract and as such the entire works shall be completed 
within the stipulated time. 

12.    If the work has to be carried out beyond normal working hours and during night time 
approval in advance for the working has to be obtained from the Chief Engineer. Overtime 
charges of the departmental supervisory staff has to be borne by the `Contractor` 

13. It shall be specifically noted that the contractor is expected to mobilize the required 
equipments and work force required to complete the entire work included in the contract 
well within the stipulated period. 

14.      Water and electricity will be provided on chargeable basis subject to availability near the 
site of work. The charges will be as per the Portôs scale of rates and have to be paid by 
the contractor. 

15. As a statutory requirement, the contractor shall take all measures of safety against fire 
hazard and electrocution at site as follows:- 

 
a)     All temporary electric supply connections will be carried out with correct sizes of 

wires/cables and fuses and other safety devices as required under Electricity Rules in 
consultation with us. 

 
b)     One bucket full of water and sand shall be kept at the work spot. A Portable fire extinguisher 

shall also be kept at the work spot. 
 
16.    Quotations with conditions will be out rightly rejected. 
 
17.   The Bidder shall inspect the site and fully study the work involved vis-à-vis the quantity and 

specifications etc. before quoting for the work. 
 
18.   The Contractor has to take care of any electrical or telephone cables. The contractor shall 

be liable to pay compensation for any damage to the Port property or its premises caused 
by the contractor or his workers.   

 
19.    After completion of dayôs work/contract period the contractor shall clean, clear the work site 

to the satisfaction of the Chief Engineer or his site representative.  
 
20.    The contractor shall communicate in writing  name  of all his  workers and  submit  the 

photo identity card ,name ,address ,phone/contact  number  of  the  person to be deployed 
to work in the garden along with his   Power of Attorney  letter . 

21.  Permission for working beyond the normal working hours of the Port or on Sundays and 
Public Holidays as stipulated under clause No. 42 of General Conditions of Contract, (in the 
printed booklet) in volume-I of the tender document will be given to the contractor subject to 
his agreeing to bear the cost of overtime, if any, which may have to be paid to the Portôs 
supervisory staff.  

22.   The contractor and his workers /agents shall be required to obtain from MPA and display a 
Photo Identity Card during entry, stay and exit from the Port Security areas guarded by 
CISF personnel` 

 

23.   All applications for issuance of Photo Identity Card shall be routed  through the Chief 
Engineer, who shall forward the same to the Portôs Traffic Department, whose pass section 
will issue the Photo Identity Card to the contractor free of cost and the same shall be valid 
for the duration of the contract or a period of one year, whichever is less. 
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24.  Lease rent shall be charged to the contractor for the area allotted for construction of their 

temporary sheds site office/ store/ labour hutments required in the contract works. The 
license fee shall be as per Portôs scale of rates. 

 
25. The instruction given by the JE /Chief Engineerôs authorized Representative /Officer in charge 

shall have to be carried out promptly. In case of any difference of option or interpretation on 
the specification and conditions, the matter to be referred to the Chief Engineer, for the 
decision, which shall be final and binding. 

 
26. EXTRA WORK (VARIATION) 

 Any extra expenses incurred in connection to the Works by MPA in the performance of the 

Works owing to the neglect or omission on the part of the Contractor, in any of the case 

mentioned in this Contract shall be deducted from any sum due or which may thereafter 

become due to the Contractor or from any amount lying with them or under their control or he 

may be called upon to pay the amount of such extra expense to such person or persons as 

MPA may appoint to receive the same and in the event of the Contractor failing to make 

such payment, the said amount shall be recoverable from him in such manner as MPA may 

determine. However, the quantity variation shall be altered ±30% 

 
27.  ALTERATIONS, ADDITIONS AND OMISSIONS - The Chief Engineer shall make any 

variations of the form quality or quantity of the works or any part thereof that may in his 
opinion be necessary and for that purpose or if for any other reason it shall in his opinion be 
desirable shall have power to order the contractor to do and the contractor shall do any of 
the following: 

    
a) Increase or decrease the quantity of any work included in the contract.  

b) Change the character or quality or kind of any such work.  

c) Omit any such work.  

d) Change the levels, lines, position and dimensions of any part of the works and  

e) Execute additional work of any kind necessary for the completion of the works.  

 and no such variation shall in any way vitiate or invalidate the contract but the value (if any)    

of all such variations shall be taken into account in ascertaining the amount of Contract Price.  

28. No such variation shall be made by the Contractor without an order in writing of the Chief 

Engineer. Provided that no order in writing shall be/ required for increase or decrease in 

the quantity of any work where such increase or decrease is not the result of an order 

given under this clause but is the result of the quantities exceeding or being less than 

those stated in the Schedule of Quantities. Provided also that if for any reason the Chief 

Engineer shall consider it desirable to give any such order verbally the Contractor shall 

comply with such order and any confirmation in writing of such verbal order given by the 

Chief Engineer whether before or after carrying out of the order shall be deemed to be an 

order in writing within the meaning of this clause. Provided further that if the contractor 

shall confirm in writing to the Chief Engineer any verbal order of the Chief Engineer and 

such confirmation shall not be contradicted in writing by the Chief Engineer it shall be 

deemed to be an order in writing by the Chief Engineer.  
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29. The Chief Engineer shall determine the amount (if any) which in his opinion should be added 
to or deducted from the sum named in the Tender in respect of any extra or additional work 

done or work omitted by his order. All such work shall be valued at the rates set out in the 

contract if in the opinion of the Chief Engineer the same shall be applicable. If the Contract 

shall not contain any rates applicable to the extra or additional work, then the rate of the new 

item shall be calculated by the Chief Engineer as per clause 29 below.  

30. The rates for extra/additional items will be worked out by the Chief Engineer on the basis of 

actual cost of materials and labour as required and used by the contractor for the 

extra/additional works with a provision of 10% to cover the contingencies, contractors 

overheads, profit etc., provided that the Contractor produces necessary data and bills etc., as 

directed from time to time, should the contractor fail to produce necessary data and bills then 

the Chief Engineer shall work out the rates based on market rates obtained by him.  

 

31. DEFAULTS & TERMINATION  

    (i).  DEFAULT: 

            Occurrence of any one or more of the following will be considered as event of default: 

a)  Contractor fails to execute the terms and conditions of the contract and obligations under 

the contract within the period as specified in the contract, or any extension granted by the 

Board. 

   (ii).  TERMINATION 

(a) In the event of occurrence of default (a) as mentioned above, Port will issue a notice of 30 

days to the contractor to complete the work.   

 

(b) If the contractor fails to complete the subject work during the contract period or extension 

period or within notice period i.e. 30 days, the work order will stand cancelled, and security 

deposit will be forfeited. 

 

(c) Further, MPA may proceed for terminating the contract by way of giving 45 days 

(termination period) notice.  MPA shall be at liberty to carry out the said work at the risk and 

cost of the contractor at the contractorôs yard or any other premises as may be decided by 

MPA. Also, in such event, the Contractor shall not be entitled to claim any compensation 

from MPA for any damage that may occur during such time. Also in case of termination of the 

contract the security deposit will be forfeited. 

 
(d) During the notice period of 30 days as  (c) above, the Contractor may be asked by MPA to 

continue to discharge its obligations under the contract which the contractor would be 

capable of performing and as may be mutually agreed upon with the object, as far as 

possible, of ensuring completion of the contract 

 
(e) No compensation shall be paid by MPA to the Contractor in the event of termination of the 

contract.  

 
32.  The bidder should comply with all regulations of EPF, ESI etc. No bill will be forwarded if the 

above regulations are not followed. 
 

33. Payment of wages to the workmen to be paid in their respective Bank account. 
 
34  GST registration for the bidder is mandatory. Bidder has to enclose attested copy of GST 

Registration No. along with the Quotation. GST has to be claimed extra as applicable while 
submitting the Bill/bills.  
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35. ñThe bidder shall quote the price exclusive of GST. Applicable GST shall be paid on the 

quoted price. The bidder shall indicate the applicable GST rate on goods/Services in 

the price bidò. 

36. Unregistered Venders under GST has to submit Declaration that GST is not applicable to him, 

due to turnover of less than 40 Lakhs. 

 

37. The Vendor shall quote GST No. of MPA (30AAALM0293P1ZY) on all invoiced raised on 
Port. If vendor is not registered under GST or opted for composition scheme under GST, 
undertaking of the same shall be submitted by the Vendor. 

 
38. The successful bidder shall have to furnish HSN /SAC Code for each   items of the work 
 
39.  INSURANCE 
            The contractor shall insure plant, machinery and workers employed by him during 
execution of work and submit necessary insurance policies to the Department. 
 

i)INSURANCE OF WORK AT MANUFACTURERôS SITE:  

The Goods supplied under the Contract shall be insured fully against loss or damage incidental to 

manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage, and delivery, in accordance. 

The Contractor shall insure with the General Insurance Corporation of India or any  other  
insurance  company  approved by IRDA or its branches in appropriate Indian currency, if any, 
subject to the conditions that the premium will be payable to the corporation in Rupees such as 
materials, tools,  Plants  and things ordered from the works till  they  are delivered  at site and 
then those for the works may for the  time being  on  site and shall keep them insured in his own 
name and that  of MPA against destruction or damage by accident, fire, flood and tempests for 
the full value of  such  materials, Plants and things until the same to be taken over by MPA from 
time to time, when so, required by MPA produce the  policy and  receipt for the premium. All 
money received under any  such  policies  shall  be  applied  in  or  towards  the reconstruction  
or preparation of the materials, Plant and things destroyed or damaged, but this provision shall 
not affect the  Contractorôs liabilities under contract. 
 

Unless the Port shall have approved in writing other arrangements, the Contractor shall, 
insure, so far as reasonably practicable the Works and keep each part thereof insured as may be 
mutually agreed between the Port and the Contractor against all loss or damage from whatever 
cause arising, until the materials are received at Portôs site in good condition duly certified by the 
Third party inspection agency. The value of such insurance shall be at least equal to 110% of the 
contract price. 

 

(ii) INSURANCE AT SITE:   

(a) The Contractor shall  insure against the Contractor's liability in respect of any loss or 

damage to the Port property occurring whilst the Contractor is at Portôs site for the purpose of 

making good a defect or carrying out the tests on completion during the installation & 

commissioning of the equipment at Portôs site  or for the purpose of executing the work and 

against any loss or damage arising during the defects liability period from a cause occurring prior 

to the taking over of the installation/ work by MPA. For all practical purpose such insurance, 

during the work period and also during Defect Liability Period, shall be from an Indian Insurance 

Company covering contractors at risk. The value of such insurance shall be at least equal to 

110% of contract price. 
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(b) The Contractor shall be liable to bear the cost of any loss or damage that does not fall 

within the scope of insurance and cannot be recovered from the insurers. In addition to the above 

clauses, the Contractor shall fully indemnify, hold harmless and defend the Port from and against 

any and all losses, damages, costs, charges and/or claims with respect to:  

(a) The death of or injury to any person; or 

(b) The loss of or damage to any property ( other than the works); 

That may arise out of or in consequence during the execution of the Works or the 

remedying of any Defects therein. 

 

(c) Evidence and Terms of Insurances 

The Contractor shall provide evidence to the Employer as soon as practicable after the 

respective insurances have been taken out but in any case prior to the start of work at the Site 

that the insurances required under the Contract have been effected and shall, within 30 days of 

the Commencement date, provide the insurance policies to the Employer. When providing such 

evidence and such policies to the Employer, the Contractor shall notify the Engineer of so doing. 

Such insurance policies shall be consistent with the general terms agreed prior to the issue of the 

Letter of award. The Contractor shall effect all insurances for which he is responsible with 

insurers and in terms approved by the Employer. 

 

(d) Adequacy of Insurances 

The Contractor shall notify the insurers of changes in the nature, extent or programme for 

the execution of the Works and ensure adequacy of all the insurances at all times in accordance 

with the terms of the Contract and shall, when required, produce to the Employer the insurance 

policies in force and the receipts for payment of the current premiums. 

 

(e) Remedy on Contractorôs Failure to Insure 

If the Contractor fails to effect and keep in force any of the insurances required under the 

Contract, or fails to provide the policies to the Employer within the period specified above, then 

and in any such case the Employer may effect and keep in force any such insurances and pay 

any premium as may be necessary for that purpose and from time to time deduct the amount so 

paid from any monies due or to become due to the Contractor, or recover the same as a debt due 

from the Contractor. 

 

(iii)     INSURANCE AGAINST THIRD PARTY LIABILITY AT SITE:  

a)      Before commencing the execution of work, the Contractor shall insure covering Third Party 

Liability (TPL) against any damage or loss or injury which may occur to the equipment being 

shifted/ installed or to any property or to any person (including property and employees of the 

Port) by or arising out of the execution of the Works or temporary Works in carrying out of the 

Contract. The value of TPL policy shall be Minimum against occurrence of each incidence. The 

Contractor shall revalidate the insurance coverage after each incidence and keep the insurance 

coverage till certification. 

 

b)     Such insurance shall be effected with an Indian Insurance Company and in terms approved 

by the Port Authority & Bidder shall submit the copy of policy of insurance to Engineer-In-Charge 

before arrival of equipment at site and shall be valid till Final Acceptance Certificate. 
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(iv)  WORKMEN'S COMPENSATION 

          The Contractor shall indemnify MPA in the event of the Board of Major Port 

Authorities/Officers being held liable to pay compensation for injury to any of the Contractorôs 

servants or workmen under the Indian Workmenôs Compensation Act 1923 as amended from 

time to time and shall take out an Insurance Policy covering all risks under the Act and shall keep 

the same renewed from time to time as necessary for the duration of the contract and produce 

the same to the Port on demand whenever so required. 

 

40. EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT (EMD) 

a.The Earnest money (EMD) payable by the Bidder in respect of this quotation is Rs. 2,670/- and 

shall be furnished as part of the quotation.  

 

b.,In the event of Bidder withdrawing his tender before the expiry of tender validity period of 180 

days from the date of opening of technical bid, the tender submitted by the Bidder shall be 

cancelled and EMD shall be forfeited. 

 

c.The Earnest Money Deposit of unsuccessful Bidders shall be returned on award of Contract to 

the successful Bidder. No interest shall be payable on the amount of E.M.D in any case. The 

Earnest Money Deposit of the successful Bidder shall be refunded only on receipt of Security 

Deposit as stipulated in the tender. 

 

d. Micro and Small Enterprises (MSE) registered with District Industries Centre (DIC) or Khadi and 
Village Industries commission or Khadi & Industries Board (KVIB) or Coir Board or National Small 

Industries Corporation (NSIC) or Directorate of Handicrafts and Handlooms or Udyam  
Memorandum (UDYAM)  or any other body specified by Ministry of MSME shall be exempted of  

tender fee & EMD by submitting Bid Security Declaration Form (enclosed), on producing self-
attested supporting valid certificates.  

 

41. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES (LD) 

 

            In the event of failure by the contractor to complete the execution of the work within the 

time stipulated in the contract or by the expiry of any period of extension granted by the Boardôs 

terms thereof, the contractor shall pay the Board as Liquidated Damages for delay to complete 

the work, a sum of 0.5% per week or part thereof of the total contract price subject to a maximum 

of 5% of the total contract price and the Board shall have the power to deduct this amount from 

the payment of the amounts due to the contractor or from his deposit. The GST @18% on LD will 

be deducted at the time of making payment to Vendors/Contractors. 

 

42. The contractor shall make his own arrangement for collection, storage and transportation 

of hazardous waste generated at site and dispose off the same through authorized vendors 

registered by Goa State Pollution Control Board (GSPCB) 
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43. Further, in order to promote the Make in India Initiative by the Government of India the bid 

evaluation shall be dealt as per Public Procurement Order No. P-45021/2/2017-PP (BE-II) 
dated 16.09.2020 (Annexure - A), Wherein, Class-I Local suppliers shall get purchase 
preference over Class-II local suppliers as well as Non Local supplier as per the following 
procedure:- 

           ñLocal Contentò means the amount of value added in India which shall , unless otherwise 
prescribed by the Nodal Ministry , be the total value of the item procured (excluding net 
domestic indirect taxes) minus the value of imported content in the item (including all 
customs duties) as a proportion of the total value, in percent. 

 
ñClass-I local supplierò means a supplier or service provider, whose goods, services or works 
offered for procurement , has local content minimum 50%.  
 
ñClass-II Local Supplierò means a supplier or service provider, whose goods, services or 
works ordered for procurement, has local content minimum 20%. 
 
ñNon Local supplierò means a supplier or service provider, whose goods, services or works 
offered for procurement, has local content less than 20%.  
 
ñMargin of purchase preferenceò means the maximum extent to which the price quoted by a 
ñClass-I local supplierò may be above the L1 for the purpose of purchase preference, which 
shall be 20%.  
ñL1ò means the lowest tender or lowest bid or the lowest quotation received in a tender, 
bidding process or other procurement solicitation as adjudged in the evaluation process as 
per the tender or other procurement solicitation 
 
a. Among all qualified bids, the lowest bid will be termed as L1, if L1 is Class-I Local 

supplier, the contract will be awarded to L1.  
 

b. If L1 is not a ñClass-I Local Supplierò, the lowest bidder among the ñClass-I Local 
Supplierò, will be invited to match the L1 price subject to ñClass-I Local Supplierò quoted 
price falling within the margin of Purchase preference, and the contract shall be awarded to 
such ñClass-I Local Supplier ñsubject to matching the L1 price.  

 
c. In case such lowest eligible ñClass-I Local Supplierò fails to match the L1 price, the ñClass-

I Local Supplierò with the next higher bid within the margin of purchase preference shall 
be invited to match the L1 price and so on and contract shall be awarded accordingly. In 
case none of the local suppliers within the margin of purchase preference matches the L1 
price, the contract may be awarded to the L1 bidder. 

 
d.  The ñClass-I local supplier/Class-II Local Supplier shall be required to provide a 

Certificate from the statutory auditor or cost auditor of the company(in the case of 
companies) or from a practicing cost accountant or practicing chartered accountant (in 
respect of suppliers other than companies) giving the percentage of local content.
